1. If an illegal sale of tobacco products is made to a person under 18 years of age, only the store gets a fine.

7. What type of ID does a customer need to have to prove they are old enough to purchase tobacco products?

· valid drivers license from any state or Canadian province, that bears a photo, date of birth,  and signature of the owner

· valid military ID , that bears a photo, date of birth,  and signature of the owner

· valid passport, that bears a photo, date of birth,  and signature of the owner

· valid state or province ID card, , that bears a photo, date of birth,  and signature of the owner

8. If a customer gives you a hard time because you won’t sell them tobacco products, what should you do?

· Be firm but polite, explain the law to them, call for help if needed.

9. What is a compliance check?

· A compliance check is when an underage youth operative working with an authorized agency attempts to purchase tobacco products.  This is done to make sure clerks and businesses are complying with the law and not selling tobacco products to persons under 18 years of age.
10. What agency is responsible for enforcing the youth access to tobacco laws?

· The Washington State Liquor Control Board, Enforcement and Education Division
Well, how did you do?  If you missed any one of the IQ questions, you might be in jeopardy of being cited for selling tobacco to a person under 18 years of age.
