The above-entitled matter having come before the Washington State Liquor Control
Board (Board) pursuant to RCW 66.08.150, and the Board having reviewed the materials
submitied by the Enforcement Division in this matter, and upon issuing Complaints and
Notices in the above captioned cases, now hereby enters the following Findings of Fact,
Conclusions of Law, and Order of License Revocation:

I FINDINGS OF FACT

1.1 On May 8, 2012 the Board feviewed the Enforcement and Education Division’s
Interoffice Communication from Liquor Enforcement Captain Sheri Lopez, to Tustin Nordhorn,
Chief of Enforcement, dated April 24, 2012, and all attached documents, including Administrative
Violation Notices, 4G2045A, 4G2045B, 4G2045C, 4G2045D, and 4G2080A, and supporting
documents and related criminal charging documents as set forth in the Board’s Emergency Order

of Suspension — 180 Days, Case No. 24, 078.

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12 In its Emergency Order of Suspension — 180 Days, Case No. 24, 078, the Board
found that Administrative Violation Notices, 4G2045A, 4G2045B, 4G2045C, 4G2045D, and
4G2080A, and the documents in support thereof, as well as the related criminal charging
documents, established that Smokers Paradise Corp. d/b/a Smokers Paradise (Licensee) and/or
employees thereof have allowed or engaged in conduct that presents a serious threat to public
safety and have actively permitted or engaged in criminal conduct on the licensed premises on no
less than eight separate occasions.

1.3 In its Emergency Order of Suspension — 180 Days, Case No. 24, 078, the Board
found that Administrative Violation Notices, 4G2045A, 4G2045B, 4G2045C, 4G2045D, and
4G2080A, and the documents in support thereof, as well as the related criminal charging
documents, established that even after imposition and threat of cnminal and administrative
prosecution for the aforementioned conduct, the Licensee and/or its employees have continued to
allow or engage in conduct that presents a serious threat to public safety and have actively
permitied or engaged in criminal conduct on the licensed premises.

1.4  In its Emergency Order of Suspension - 180 Days, Case No. 24, 078, the Board
found that Administrative Violation Notices, 4G2045A, 4G20458B, 4G2045C, 4G2045D, and
4(G2080A, and the documents in support thereof, as well as the related criminal charging
documents, established that the Licensee and/or its ernployeés are unwilling or incapable of
complying with the Washington State Liquor Act and/or the Revised Rules and Regulations of
the Liquor Control Board and/or the criminal laws of the State of Washington. |

1.5 The Board issued formal violation Complaints in the above captioned cases for
each of the Administrative Violation Notices reviewed by the Board:' 4G2045A, 4G2045B,
4G2045C, 4G2045D, and 4G2080A.

1.6 In its Emergency Order of Suspension — 180 Days, Case No. 24, 078, the Board
ordered that liquor and tobacco license privileges of the Licensee would be canceled and revoked,

subject to any lawful appeal exercised by the Licensee.

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1.7  On May 9, 2012 the Licensee was served with a Notice of Opportunity for
Hearing on Revocation Pursuant to RCW 66.08.150(2). The Notice informed the Licensee that an
opportunity for a hearing must be provided prior to revocation of a license; that in order to
exercise their opportunity for a hearing the Licensee must sign the attached form and return it to
the Board as‘directed therein within twenty (20) days of the date they received the Notice; and that
failure to timely request a hearing would result in revocation of the Licensee’s liquor and tobacco
licenses within one hundred and eighty (180) days of receiving Notice.

1.8 As of June 13, 2012 the Licensee has failed to request a hearing on revocation of
its liquor and tobacco license; the twenty (20) day time period for request of hearing on revocation
has lapsed.

1I. CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

21 The Washington State Liquor Act, contained in Title 66 RCW, and the duly
promulgated Revised Rules and Regulations of the Board, contained in Title 314 WAC, were
created for the protection of the welfare, health, peace, morals, and safety of the people of the
state of Washington. See RCW 66.08.010. '

2.2  The Board regulates issuance and revocation of retail tobacco licenses and
enforces tobaccé laws and rules. See RCW 82.24.510; RCW 82.24.550; WAC 3 14-33-005(7-10);
WAC 314-34-001.

23 Pursuant to RCW' 66.24.010(3)(a) the Board may, in its discretion, suspend or
cancel any license, subject to the provisions of RCW 66.08.150.

2.5 The Board, after reviewing the foregoing materials, and being in the premises fully
advised, concludes that the incidents occun.'ingr on the above-identified licensed premises are
contrary to public policy and.law, and hereby finds that the public health, safety and/or welfare is

at risk and the Licensee is in violation of multiple liquor laws and rules.
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2.6 The Board ordered revocation of the Licensee’s liquor and tobacco licenses and,
pursuant to RCW 66.08.150(2) provided notice and opportunity for a hearing prior to revocation
and the Licensee has failed to make a timely requesf for a hearing on revocation.

NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with the Board's powers as authorized by RCW
66.24.010(3)(a),

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED AND DIRECTED:

I. That the Complaints issued in Case Nos. 24, 065; 24, 066; 24, 067; 24, 068;
24, 072, and the violations as set forth therein are SUSTAINED.

IL That the liquor and tobacco license privileges of the Licensee are CANCELED
and REVOKED.
