If you intend to allow minors anywhere on the theater premises, a WSLCB-approved principal of the applicant entity is required to read, sign and submit this agreement. Please do not submit this form if minors will not be permitted on the premises.
Adequate control measures must be in place at all times to ensure that minors are unable to obtain alcohol and are not exposed to areas where drinking alcohol predominates.

Required control measures include at a minimum:

1. To ensure that alcoholic beverages are not sold to persons under the age of 21, staff will request identification from any patron who appears to be age 30 or under and who is attempting to purchase an alcoholic beverage.

2. Alcoholic beverages will be served in containers that differ significantly from containers utilized for non-alcoholic beverages.

3. All alcoholic beverages sold under this license will be sold by the individual drink and consumed on the licensed premises.

4. The maximum serving size for spirits is 1.25 oz., for beer it is 12 oz. and for wine it is 5 oz.

5. If staff observes a patron who is in the possession of or who is consuming an alcoholic beverage who appears to be of questionable age, staff will request identification from that patron. If the patron is unable to produce an acceptable form of identification verifying their age, the alcohol will be confiscated. The licensee is responsible for ensuring compliance with all liquor laws and rules in all locations where alcohol is sold, served, and consumed.
6. Staff will accept only those forms of identification that are acceptable per WAC 314-11-025 to verify a person’s age for the purpose of selling, serving, or allowing a person to possess or consume alcohol.

7. All employees involved in the sale, service and/or supervision of alcoholic beverages will be required to attend Mandatory Alcohol Server Training (MAST) and obtain the appropriate permit for their level of service.

8. Sufficient lighting must be maintained at the point of sale so that identification can be confirmed and patrons observed for signs of intoxication.
9. To ensure alcoholic beverages are served in a safe, responsible and controlled manner, sales and service of alcoholic beverages will be limited to one (1) serving per person per transaction.

10. If a patron is accompanied by another patron who wants to pay for both people’s drinks they may do so, provided that both patrons are of legal age to purchase, have proper identification if requested, and are not displaying signs of intoxication.

11. Alcohol will only be sold, served and consumed in areas approved by the Liquor Control Board.

12. Staff will refuse to sell an alcoholic beverage to any person who appears to be intoxicated. Alcoholic beverages will be removed from any person who appears to be intoxicated.

13. A copy of this signed and dated Alcohol Control Plan Agreement will be prominently posted on the licensed premises.

I agree to comply with all of the required alcohol control measures at all times. I also understand that failure to meet any of these requirements at any time may result in administrative action or the revocation of my license.
